A nominal 44,000 square foot new freestanding kati8g Arena. The facility includes
the 23,000 square foot Arena and Spectator areg alih another conditioned Spectator
Viewing area, Locker Rooms, a Pro Shop, a largebik@nd Concession area with a
Video Arcade, two (2) Meeting Rooms, AdministratW#ices, a pair of Large Toilet
Rooms and support spaces for storage and Mech&uacgment.

In addition to the typical plumbing systems for jiciboilet spaces and food preparation,
the plumbing design includes a large domestic hgatiater system for support of the
Zamboni. The domestic heating system is compiagéao (2) stacked gas fired boilers
each rated at 399 MBH and an auxiliary 720 Galtonagje tank.

The HVAC system utilizes a custom built dehumidifion and ventilation rooftop unit
with an approximate capacity of 16,500 CFM for itearena. This unit is complete
with a gas fired regeneration system for dehunadifon and an energy recovery wheel
for ventilation. Other areas are served by mudtjickaged gas/electric rooftop units.
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
